Eligibility: Applicants must be high school seniors residing in Lawrence County.
Colleges must be accredited educational institutions.

Awards: The awards are based on artistic promise. Applications will be reviewed by
a committee from The Lawrence County Arts Council, and this committee has sole
discretion in choosing the winner. The Arts Council reserves the right to distribute no
funding if there are insufficient applicants or the applicants do not meet standards of
acceptability as judged by the appointed review committee. Students receiving
scholarships will be required to give the Arts Council a copy of their acceptance letter
before the check is issued.
